SYNOPSIS

This Petition is filed in public interest by the Petitioner on behalf of all visually impaired
persons in the State of Karnataka to protect their rights for reasonable accommodation in the
upcoming public examinations announced by the 1* Respondent Karnataka Public Service
Commission (KPSC) for the selection of Gazetted Probationers and ensure equal opportunity
to seek employment as provided for under the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016.
The 1% Respondent issued a Notification dated 31-01-2020 bearing No. PSC/E (1) GP/2020
calling for applications from interest candidates to fill up the vacancy in the posts of
Probationary Officers under group A & B. While the Notification provides for conducting an
examination-to fill the vacant posts, around 800 visually challenged candidates who are
applicants for the test, have been instructed to undertake an additional medical test prior to
the examination without any legal basis, when they already have a disability certificate. The
Preliminary Examination is scheduled on 24" Aug 2020 and the 1% Respondent KPSC has
not made any arrangements to form a panel of scribes for the visually impaired candidates
and have asked the candidates to get their own scribes. It has also not provided
compensatory additional time of 20 mins per hour and all of this is in violation of the various
Office Memoranda of the 5" Respondent Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment. Thus,

aggrieved by the actions of the Respondents, the Petitioner has filed the Petition in public

interest.

Union Government issued another Office Memorandum stating that unless
such a panel of scribes is formed, any of the departments conducting exams

shall not conduct exams in terms of guidelines dated 29.8.2018 but shall

follow the guidelines dated 26.2.2013.

8.11.2019

The 5" Respondent Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment, directed all
States/UTs to issue guidelines for conducting written examination for

Persons with Benchmark Disabilities in line with Central Guidelines dated

29.09.2018.

31.1.2020

The KPSC issued Notification calling for applications from candidates to be
appointed as Gazetted Probationers for both Group A and Group B posts. It
seeks to appoint 106 Gazetted Probationary Officers from all across the

State. Presently there are more than 1000 persons with disabilities who have

applied, among whom 800 are visually impaired persons (blind and low
visioned) who have submitted their applications for these posts in response
to this Notification. It is submitted that the impugned Notification proposes a

preliminary examination and a final examination.

8.8.2020

The 1% Respondent issued a Press Release instructing all blind and low
vision applicants of the examination to undertake a medical examination in
five designated hospitals between 10" to 13" August, 2020. In this short

period of time and during the COVID pandemic where travel to far flung areas

is unsafe and extremely difficult for visually impaired persons since they need

a person accompanying them for their travel, many applicants were unable )

days before the examination. Compensatory time should not be less than 20
minutes per hour of examination for persons who are allowed use of
scribe/reader/lab assistant. Compensatory time of 20 minutes per hour

should be provided to all persons with benchmark disabilities whether they

use a scribe or not.

28.11.2018

5% Respondent Ministry issued an Office Memorandum stating that taking in
account the order of Hon'ble High Court of Delhi in the matter of Aditya

Narayan Tiwari & Anr. v. Union of India & Anr., all Ministries/Departments
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examinees with disability and also requested a waiver of such medical test.

24.8.2020

The Preliminary Examination has been scheduled to be held. No facility of
scribes is provided for visually challenged persons and no additional time for
the exams is provided.

MEMORANDUM OF WRIT PETITION UNDER ARTICLES 226 AND 227 OF THE

CONSTITUTION OF INDIA

The Petitioner above-named most respectfully submit as follows:

1. This Petition is filed in public interest by the Petitioner on behalf of all visually impaired
persons in the State of Karnataka to protect their rights for reasonable accommodation
in the upcoming public examinations announced by the 1% Respondent Karnataka
Public Service Commission (KPSC) for the selection of Gazetted Probationers and
ensure equal opportunity to seek employment as provided for under the Rights of
Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016. The 1% Respondent issued a Notification dated
31-01-2020 bearing No. PSC/E (1) GP/2020 calling for applications from interest
candidates to fill up the vacancy in the posts of Probationary Officers under group A
& B. While the Notification provides for conducting an examination to fill the vacant
posts, around 800 visually challenged candidates who are applicants for the test, have
been instructed to undertake an additional medical test prior to the examination
without any legal basis, when they already have a disability certificate. The Preliminary
Examination is scheduled on 24" Aug 2020 and the 1%t Respondent KPSC has not
made any arrangements to form a panel of scribes for the visually impaired candidates
and have asked the candidates to get their own scribes. It has also not provided
compensatory additional time of 20 mins per hour and all of this is in violation of the
various Office Memoranda of the 5" Respondent Ministry of Social Justice &

Empowerment. Thus, aggrieved by the actions of the Respondents, the Petitioner has

filed the Petition in public interest.

ARRAY OF PARTIES

2 The Petitioner No. 1 is the National Federation of the Blind. It is an apolitical federation
of visually impaired and low vision people formed in 1970 with the philosophy of “let
the Blind Lead the Blind". The Petitioner Federation strives for equality of opportunity

for the Blind and visually impaired persons in the field of education, training,



employment etc. The Federation is serving the blind community through its various
Welfare programmes in the State. The Petitioner Federation presently has around

40000 members all over the country. The Petitioner is represented by its General

Secretary.

The 1%t Respondent is the Karnataka Public Service Commission which has passed
the impugned Notification dated 31.01.2020 and is in charge of conducting

examinations and recruitment for appointments to services of the State of Karnataka.

The 2™ Respondent is a State Department which is in charge of the employment of

eligible persons to different posts in the State.

The Respondent No. 3 is the Department of the State Government which deals with

all matters pertaining to enforcement of rights of persons with disability.

The Respondent No. 4 is the authority appointed by the State Government under the
Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act. 2016. The Respondent No. 4 has among other
duties, the duty to safeguard the rights of persons with disabilities and to co-ordinate
with the State Government in implementation of laws, rules, bye-laws, regulations,

orders, guidelines etc. issues by the State Government for the Welfare and protection

of rights of persons with disabilities.

The Respondent No.5 is the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment under the
Union of India, which has issued various guidelines and Office Memoranda on

conducting examinations for persons with benchmark disabilities.

BRIEF FACTS

8.

It is submitted that the 1% Respondent KPSC issued Notification bearing No. PSC/E
(1) GP/2020 dated 31.01 .2020 calling for applications from candidates to be appointed
as Gazetted Probationers for both Group A and Group B posts. It seeks to appoint
106 Gazetted Probationary Officers from all across the State. Presently there are more

than 1000 persons with disabilities who have applied, among whom 800 are visually
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impaired persons (blind and low visioned) who have submitted their applications for
these posts in response to this Notification. It is submitted that the impugned
Notification proposes a preliminary examination and a final examination.

(A copy of the Notification dated 31.1.2020 bearing no. No. PSCI/E (1) GP/2020 is

annexed herein and is marked as ANNEXURE — A)

9. It is submitted suddenly on 8.8.2020, the 15! Respondent issued a Press Release
bearing No. PASC E (1) 2195/2020-21 dated 08.08.2020 instructing all blind and low
vision applicants of the examination to undertake a medical examination in five
designated hospitals between 10" to 13" August, 2020. The 1% Respondent also
released a list of all the visually impaired candidates’ names and the name of the
hospital and date and time that they are required to go for their medical test. In this
short period of time and during the COVID pandemic where travel to far flung areas is
unsafe and extremely difficult for visually impaired persons since they need a person
accompanying them for their travel. it is submitted that many applicants were unable
to appear for this medical test.

10. Thereafter on 11.8.2020, it was announced that the Preliminary Examination has been

scheduled to be held on 24.08.2020 and this was announced through a press release

dated 11.08.2020.

11_1t is submitted that for the preliminary examination, the 1% Respondent KPSC has not
provided any details about whether additional compensatory time would be provided

for persons with disabilities and also how they can get their own scribes or whether

they would be provided the facility of a scribe.
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12 It is submitted that the 5 Respondent Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment
has issued several Office memoranda for laying down Guidelines for conducting
written examinations for persons with disabilities. Office Memorandum dated
26.2.2013 issued by the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment lays down that:
(i) The facility of scribe / reader should be allowed to any person with disability
(ii) The candidate should have the option for opting for his own scribe / reader or
request the examination body to provide a scribe. In such situations where the
examining body has provided for a scribe, the candidate must be allowed to
meet the scribe a day before the exam to confirm that the scribe is suitable.

(ii)  The disability certificate issued by the competent medical authority should be
accepted.

(iv) Compensatory time should not be less than 20 minutes per hour of examination
for persons using a scribe or reader or one hour additional time for a 3 hours
examination which can also be increased.

13.Thereafter the 5™ respondent issued new guidelines for written examinations for

Persons with Benchmark Disabilities vide Office Memorandum issued by the Ministry

of Social Justice & Empowerment dated 29.08.2018 bearing F.No. 34-02/2015-DD-lll

which states as follows:

(i) In case of persons with benchmark disabilities in the category of blindness,
locomotor disability (both arms affected-BA) and cerebral palsy, the facility of
scribe/reader/lab assistant shall be given, if so desired by the person.

(i)  The candidate should have the discretion of opting for his own scribe/reader/lab
assistant or request the Examination Body for the same. The candidates should
be allowed to meet the scribe two days before the examination so that the
candidates get a chance to check and verify whether the scribe is suitable or

not.

(i) Compensatory time should not be less than 20 minutes per hour of examination



for persons who are allowed use of scribe/reader/lab assistant.
(iv) Compensatory time of 20 minutes per hour should be provided to all persons
with benchmark disabilities whether they use a scribe or not.

14 It is submitted that thereafter the 5" Respondent Ministry issued an Office
Memorandum dated 28.11.2018 stating that taking in account the order of Hon'ble
High Court of Detlhi in the matter of Aditya Narayan Tiwari & Anr. v. Union of India &
Anr.. all Ministries/Departments were requested 1o issues appropriate advisory to all
examining bodies under their administrative control to make a panel of
scribes/readers/lab assistants at the District/Divisional/State Level in terms of the
guidelines of the Union dated on 29.08.2018. Thereafter it issued another Office
Memorandum dated 1.1.2019 stating that unless such a panel of scribes is formed,
any of the departments conducting exams shall not conduct exams in terms of
guidelines dated 29.8.2018 but shall follow the guidelines dated 26.2.2013. The
Ministry also issued a Corrigendum on 8.2.2019 stating that even persons with
disabilities who do not use scribes should be given compensatory time.

15.1t is submitted that the 5™ Respondent Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment,

Department of Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities further notified on 8.11.2019
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and directed all States/UTs to issue guidelines for conducting written examination for
Persons with Benchmark Disabilities in line with Central Guidelines dated 29.09.2018
read with the corrigendum dated 8-02-2019 was provided for in the said notification.

(A copy of the letter dated 08.11.2019 bearing F.No. 05-16/2019-DD-lll is annexed

herein and is marked as ANNEXURE - M)

16.1t is submitted that the impugned Notification dated 31.01.2020 issued by 1%
Respondent (KPSC) calling for applicants for recruited to the posts of gazetted
probationers does not enlist specific guidelines or make any reference to government
rules that would be applicable with respect to conducting this written examination for
persons with benchmark disabilities. However, the 1% Respondent KPSC has issued
a Government Order dated 30.10.2007, in which the procedure for availing scribe
facility for blind and low vision examinees and for compensatory time is provided as
follows:

(i) The examinees have to arrange their own scribes in the Preliminary
Examination and are forced to opt the scribe provided by the KPSC in the

Mains.

(ii) The examinees are only granted 10 minutes per hour as compensatory time.

17.These KPSC guidelines do not take into account the requirements for reasonable
accommodation for the preliminary examination to be conducted by candidates with
pblindness and low vision and is scheduled on 24 .8.2020. Visually impaired candidates
have been made to undergo a separate medical test which is completely illegal, and
many candidates have been unable to get this medical test done. Many candidates
who do not have the facility to arrange for a scribe as not being provided a scribe or
reader by the 1% Respondent KPSC for the exams and the compensatory time of 20
minutes for per hour is not provided and instead only 10 minutes for per hour Is
provided. If 20 minutes is to be provided then even the examination schedule has to

be suitably modified to accommodate this time.
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18.1t is submitted that in the interest of the visually impaired candidates, the Petitioner
made a representation to the 1%t Respondent (KPSC) on 10.08.2020 requesting them
to consider the unified comprehensive guidelines notified by the Union Ministry of
Social justice and Empowerment dated 29-08-2018 for granting scribe and providing
a 20 min per hour compensatory time for examinees with disability. Further, the
Petitioner raised the special concerns of the persons with disability in the ongoing
crisis of pandemic COVID-19. First, in regard to KPSC Notification requiring @ medical
certification from designated hospitals for those candidates availing scribe facilities,
the Petitioner requested a waiver of such medical test. Second, the Petitioner
requested for a postponement of the said examination until the normal conditions are
resumed. The Petitioner also sent a representation to the Respondent No.4
Commissioner for Disabilities
(A copy of the representation dated 10.8.2020 addressed to the 15t Respondent KPSC

is annexed herein and is marked as ANNEXURE - P)

(A copy of the representation dated 10.8.2020 addressed to the 4" Respondent

Commissioner for Disabilities is annexed herein and is marked as ANNEXURE - Q)

19.Thus, being aggrieved by the action of the Respondents and having no other
alternative and equally efficacious remedy, the Petitioner has filed this petition before
this Hon'ble Court. The Petitioner has not filed any other petition on the same cause

of action before this court or any other court. This petition is filed on the following,

among other grounds:

GROUNDS
20. THAT the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act 2016 (“RPWD Act’) under section 3

(5) and Section 20 (2) provides that appropriate Government shall take necessary
steps for the reasonable accommodation for persons with disability and ensure non-
discrimination in employment. As per S. 2 (y) of the Act, the principle of ‘Reasonable
Accommodation’ requires the Government to take necessary and appropriate

modifications and adjustments, without imposing disproportionate or undue burden in
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a particular case, to ensure to persons with disabilities the enjoyment or exercise of
rights equally with others. In the present case the reasonable accommedation is
mandated in the form of provision of scribes and compensatory time for candidates
with disabilities, especially persons with visual impairment and is laid down by the
Central Government guidelines. The non-compliance of these measures by the 1%
Respondent KPSC amounts to violating the provisions of the RPWD Act in not

providing reasonable accommodation and hence deserves the intervention of this

Hon'ble Court.

THAT the 1%t Respondent KPSC has failed to implement the unified Guidelines for
conducting written examinations for Persons with Benchmark Disabilities as notified
by the 5" Respondent Union Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment which provide
that additional compensatory time of 20 minutes per hour would be provided to
persons with disabilities for all examinations and also all the Office Memoranda which
state that the examining body will form a panel of scribes / readers for selection exams
and that the scribes should be allowed to meet the candidate before the exam, and
unless this panel of scribes is formed no examinations can be conducted. Despite
these guidelines, the 1% Respondent KPSC has not formed any panel of scribes and
is in fact asking the candidates to provide their own scribes as per its Order dated
30.10.2007.. which was issued prior to the RPWD Act 2016 was enacted and hence
cannot be relied upon and deprives visually impaired candidates of their right to

reasonable accommodation under the RPWD Act.

22.THAT the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act 2016 (“RPWD Act") under Section

57(1) provides that the appropriate government shall designate persons as certifying
authorities who shall be competent to issue a certificate of disability to those who have
applied for such an issuance. The said certificate of disability has been produced by
the candidates at the time of application by the visually impaired candidates for the
examination that is to be conducted on 24.08.2020. In this regard, the notification of
the 1% Respondent (KPSC) dated 08.08.2020 instructing visually impaired candidates
to undergo an additional medical test prior t0 the examination is not only arbitrary in

nature but is also in violation of the said provisions of the RPWD Act 2016.
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23.THAT in light of the ongoing COVID -19 pandemiic, the 15t Respondent has failed to
consider the health and safety of the vulnerable examinees instructed to undergo a
further medical test when all candidates with benchmark disabilities already have a
disability certificate as per section 57 of the RPWD Act. It is particularly not safe for
visually challenged examinees to participate in the medical test as they mainly depend
on touch for performing their activities and it has been established that the infection of
COVID-19 is also transmitted through touch. Moreover, the 1°' Respondent gave a
short notice of two days for 800 visually impaired participants to approach the
designated hospital and obtain the required certificate. As most participants depend
on public transportation and public assistance to travel from their native villages and
towns, this action of the 1% Respondent is discriminatory to the applicants with

disabilities as there is limited access to such facilities currently.

24 . THAT It is further submitted that the rules dated 15-03-2007 followed by the 1
Respondent (KPSC) in regarding scribe facilities is not in agreement to the unified
Guidelines for conducting written examination for Persons with Benchmark Disabilities
notified by the Union Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment on 29.08.2018. The
said Union guidelines provide that the applicant has an option to either choose his/her
own scribe or request the concerned authorities to provide the scribe in all types of
written examinations. However, the rules followed by 1% Respondent provides that the
applicant have to arrange their own scribe in preliminary examination and are forced
to opt the scribe provided for the 15! Respondent in the main exam. To the extent the
15 Respondent is not providing the facilities to request for a scribe in preliminary

examinations, it is denying the examinees with benchmark disabilities the appropriate

facilities for participation in the examination.

25  THAT in such unpresented times of COVID-19 pandemic, it is the responsibility of all
examination authorities to provide scribe to the requested applicants and to ensure

the health protection of both the examinee and the scribe.

26. THAT as per the order of Hon'ble High Court of Delhi in the matter of Aditya Narayan



)

Tiwari & Anr. v. Union of India & Anr vide order dated 04.12.2018 all
Ministries/Departments to issues appropriate advisory t0 all examining bodies under
their administrative control to make a panel of scribe/reader/lab assistant at the
District/Divisional/State Level in terms of the guidelines of the Union dated on 29-08-

2018 and until such a panel of scribes is formed provide scribes 10 candidates.

27.THAT the compensatory time provided to examinees with benchmark disabilities is
not adequately allotted by the 1*' Respondent (KPSC) in the rules dated 15-03-2007
and only the provision of 10 minutes per hour compensatory time by the ™=
Respondent is given and are contradicting the minimum time of 20 minutes per hour
as provided under the unified Guidelines for conducting written examination for

Persons with Benchmark Disabilities notified by the Union Ministry of Social Justice &

Empowerment on 29-08-2018 and hence needs the intervention of this Hon'ble Court.

28. THAT the requirement of a medical examination in designated hospitals for all visually
impaired candidates registered for the examination scheduled for 24-08-2020 is a
violation of the right to equality of such persons as guaranteed under Article 14 of the
Constitution. The 15 Respondent is to ensure that equal opportunity compete for the
public examination be provided to all candidates. To the extent that only visually
impaired candidates are being required to undergo a medical test prior to the

examination is denying this category of disabled persons to equal opportunity 10

appear for the examination.

29 THAT the right to equality as enshrined under Article 14 of the Constitution provides
that all persons be treated equally without discrimination and that provision of special
treatment be made for those categories of persons to ensure equal opportunities.
Further, it ensures equality of treatment to persons who are similarly situated. The
denial of the option to the visually impaired candidates to request for a scribe in case
they may not be able to arrange for one and the denial of adequate compensatory

time of 20 min per hour is discriminatory in nature as it proves to be disadvantageous

to such persons with disabilities.



30. THAT the denial of scribes and additional compensatory time to persons with bench
mark disabilities for the examination for the post of gazette Probationers amounts to
a violation of the right to equal opportunities in public employment and the denial of

the right to life of persons with disabilities as they are being disadvantaged and not

provided equal opportunities.

31.THAT the 1% Respondent has failed to make guidelines and appropriate facilities for
the provision of a scribe to those visually impaired candidates who request for a scribe.
As per the guidelines of the Ministry dated. 29.08.2018, the examination authority
must provide for facilities of a scribe for the candidates requesting the same in all
public examinations. As per Office Memorandum dated 01.01.2019 of the Union
Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment and the Order of the Delhi High Court in
the matter of Aditya Narayan Tiwari & Anr. v. Union of India & Anr vide order dated
04-12-2018, no examination shall be conducted in terms of the guidelines dated
29.08.2018 till a panel of scribes are formed by the examining bodies at the
District/Divisional/State level. Accordingly, the 1% Respondent not having notified the
formation of such a panel of scribes cannot conduct the examination scheduled for
24.08.2020.

No. E(1) 3037/2019-20/PSC produced as ANNEXURE -~ A, for the post
of Gazetted Probationers 2017-18, for an additional compensatory time of 20 minutes
per hour and atleast one-hour compensatory time provided for candidates not availing
the facility of a scribe; and

B. Issue a writ in the nature of mandamus or any other writ directing the 1% Respondent

Office Memorandum

Subject: Guidelines for conducting written examination for Persons with
Disabilities.

The undersigned is directed to say that Chief Commissioner of
Persons with Disabilities (CCPD) in its order dated 23.11.2012 in case No.
3929/2007 ( in the matter of Shri Gopal Sisodia, Indian Association of the
Blind Vs. State Bank of India & Others) and :n case No.65/1041/12-13 ( in
the matter of Score Foundation Vs. Department of Disability Affairs) had
directed this Ministry to circulate guidelines for the purpose of conducting
written examination for persons with disabilities for compliance by all
concerned. In compliance of the above order, this Ministry hereby lays down
the following uniform and comprehensive guidelines for conducting
examination for the persons with disabilities s recommended by CCPD:-

L. There should be a uniform and comprehensive policy across the
country for persons with disabilities for written examination taking
into account improvement in technology and new avenues opened to
the persons with disabilities providing a level playing field. Policy
should also have flexibility to accommodate the specific needs on

case-to-case basis.

II. There is no need for fixing separate criteria for regular and
competitive examinations.

1II.  The facility of Scribe/Reader/Lab Assistant should be allowed to any
person who has disability of 40% or more if so desired by the person.

[V. The candidate should have the discretion of opting for his own
scribe/reader/lab assistant or request the Examination Body for the
same. The examining body may also identify the scribe/ reader/lab
assistant to make panels at the District/ Division/ State level as per
the requirements of the examination. In such instances the
candidates should be allowed to meet the scribe a day before the
examination so that the candidates get a chance 10 check and verify

whether the scribe is suitable or not.

V. Criteria like educational qualification, marks scored, age or other
such restrictions for the scribe/reader/lab assistant should not be
fixed. Instead, the invigilation system should be strengthened, so that

the candidates using scribe/reader/lab assistant do not indulge in
mal-practices like copying and cheating during the examination.

There should also be flexibility in accommodating any change in
scribe/reader/lab assiszant in case ol emergency. The candidates
should also be allowed to take more than one scribe/reader for writing

different papers especially for languages.

Persons with disabilities should be given the option of choosing the
mode for taking the examinations i.e. in Braille or in the computer or
in large print or even by recording the answers as the examining

| am directed to say that Chief Commissioner of Persons with Disabilities
(CCPD) in its order dated 23.11.2012 in case No. 3929/2007 ( in the matter of Shri
Gopal Sisodia, Indian Association of the Blind Vs. State Bank of India & Others)
and in case No.65/1041/12-13 ( in the matter of Score Foundation Vs. Department
of Disability Affairs) had directed this Ministry to circulate guidelines for the
purpose of conducting written examination for persons with disabilities for
compliance by all concerned. In compliance of the above order, this Ministry hereby

lays down the following uniform and comprehensive guidelines for conducting
examination for the persons with disabilities as recommended by CCPD:-

i, There should be a uniform and comprehensive policy across the country
for persons with disabilities for written examination taking into account
improvement in technology and new avenues opened to the persons with
disabilities providing a level playing field. Policy should also have flexibility
to accommodate the specific needs on case-to-case basis.

ii. There is no need for fixing separate criteria for regular and competitive
examinations.

{ii. The facility of Scribe/Reader/Lab Assistant should be allowed to any
person who has disability of 40% or more if so desired by the person.

iv. The candidate should have the discretion of opting for his own
scribe/reader/lab assistant or request the Examination Body for the same.
The examining body may also identify the scribe/ reader/lab assistant to
make panels at the District/Division/ State level as per the requirements
of the examination. In such instances the candidates should be allowed to
meet the scribe a day before the examination so that the candidates get a
chance to check and verify whether the scribe is suitable or not.

v. Criteria like educational qualification, marks scored, age or other such
restrictions for the scribe/reader/lab assistant should not be fixed.
Instead, the invigilation system should be strengthened, so that the

By the application No. 50801/2018, applicant / respendent no.2
seek direction thereby to follow the new guidelines dated 29.08.2018
without fulfilling the part of Clause-V which speaks about ‘creating
Panel of Seribes.

The petitioners have filed CM APPL No. 50752/2018 whereby
seek direction directing the respondent no.2 to conduct the
examinations for clerical posts scheduled for 9.12.2018 on the basis of
the guidelines for use of scribe issued by respondent no. 1 vide file
No. 16-110/2003/DD-III dated 26.2.2013 instead of guidelines of
29.08.2018, which is sought to be enforced and further directing
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respondent no.l to issue clear instructions to all concerned that till
such time they are able to put in place of panel of scribes at different
levels in terms of requirements of examination in discharge of their
obligations under Clause-V of guidelines of 2018, the examinations
being conducted by them shall be conducted on the basis of guide
lines issued by respondent no.l on 26.02.2013 till disposal of the
present petition.

On 15.11.2018 during the course of hearing, the counsel for
respondent no.2 stated that the representation has been considered by
the Department of Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities,
Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment and accordingly the
Deparment has clarified to respondent no.2 ie. IBPS that the guide
lines dated 29.08.2018 are applicable for all examinations for the
recruitment for which advertisement is notified on or afier
29.08.2018. The guidelines dated 26.02.2013 are applicable for the
examination for which action has been initiated prior to 29.08.2018.

Accordingly, this Court observed in order dated 15.11.2018
that since the respondent no.2 has taken the decision that they shall
not implemert the guidelines dated 29.08.2018 in the examination of
the Probationary Officers and Management Training to be conducted
on 18.11.2018, the prayer for the said purpose was satisfied, at that
stage.

Consequently, this Court directed that necessary changes shall
be camied out on the portal of respondent no.2 for the examination
which s to be held on 18.11.2018. It was made ciear that no
examination of any of the Department shall be conducted without



complying obligations under Clause-V of guidelines dated 29.08.2018
issued by the respondent no.l. It is further directed that respondent
no.! shall communicate this order to all the concerned Departments
for compliance.

It is not in dispute that the respondent no. 1 has conveyed the
directions dated 15.11.2018 passad by this Court.

In the present application No. 50801/2018, the applicant /

respondent no.2 has shown its inability to prepare the panel of scribes
and therefore, seeks direction to allow the applicant / respondent no.2

| am directed to say that Rights for Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 has come into
force from 10.04.2019 replacing the Persons with Disabilites Act [Equal
Opportunities, Protection of Rights and Full Participation] 1995. Sec. 34 of the RPwD
Act, 2016 provides that not less than 4% of the vacancies shall be reserved for
Persons with benchmark Disabiliies (PwBDs) whereas the old PwD Act, 1995
envisaged notless than 3% reservation in vacancies for PwDs.

2. With a view to implementthe provisions relating to reservation for PwBDs, it is
essential to calculate the vacancies meant for PwDs in terms of the old 1995 Act
upto the period 18.04.2017 and thereafter in terms of RPwD act, 2016 State
Govits/UT are, therefore, required to calculate the backlog vacancies for various

categories of PwDs accordingly for recruitment.

3. Additionally, the Central Govt. has earlier issued Guidelines for conducting
written examination for PwBDs on 26.02.2013 which has been revised on

29.09.2018 (to be read with corrigendum dated 8" Feb 2019) (copy enclosed). It has

come to the notice that State Govis/UTs are adopting different set of guidelines for

conducting written examination for PwBDS. It would be appropriate for States/UTs to
adopt inform norms while conducting written examination so as avoid any ambiguity.

4, The Central Advisory Board on Disability in its meeting held on 19-09-2019
discussed these two issues. As recommended by Central Advisory Board, you are

Challenged persons commissioner, Karnataka

2. Letter No. E(1) 61/07-08: PSC dated 31-05-2007 by the Karnataka Public Service
Commission, Bangalore.

Proposal:

The State Commissioner for Persons with Disabilities letter reference (1) dated 15-03-2007
requested the state government regarding taking action towards providing scribes to support
the visually challenged/ vision impaired candidates to write the competitive exams conducted
by the Karnataka Public Service commission. The Commissioner for Persons with Disabilities is
making this proposal the government by supplementing that the Union Public Service
Commission has provided the permission to have the scribes to support the visually challenged/
vision impaired candidates to write the competitive exams.

The above read letter (2) dated 31-05-2007 has provided the consensus (permission) to have
the scribes to support the visually challenged/ vision impaired candidates to write the
competitive exams conducted by the Karnataka Public Service commission.

Order No: C A Su E 74, Se Ne Ni 2006, Bangalore dated 30-10-2007

In the context of the cause outlined in the above proposal, the following guidelines and
government ordered to provide scribes for the, visually challenged/ vision impaired candidates
to write the competitive exams conducted by Karnataka Public Service
Commission/Government by the selection authorities of various departments.

1. If the visually challenged/ vision impaired candidates in their application request for
Blindness/Low Vision disability reservations, the said candidates should confirm their status of
blindness/ low blindness by attending the medical exam before the medical committee
constituted by the commission/selection authority to consider the reservation eligibility.

2. The visually challenged/ vision impaired reservation facility to be provided based on the
opinion of the medical committee.

3. Among the candidates undergoing medical examination and if the Medical Committee
expresses an opinion that the candidates is ineligible to avail the visual challenged/vision
impaired reservation, such candidates’ reservation should be rejected.

4. During the exam the candidates who are visually challenged or visually impaired should be
given ten minutes extra time for one hour.

5. Candidates who are visually challenged or visually impaired for the preliminary examination
in respect of the competitive examinations conducted under the Karnataka Gazetted Probation



Recruitment (Recruitment through competitive examination) Rules, 1977 must take the scribes
themselves. The Commission provides scribes for the main examination.

6. The academic qualification of the scribes shall not exceed the qualification limits of the
competitive examination

7. The candidate’s scribes should be provided should an admission letter from the
Commission/selection authority. It should include scribe’s details and photograph.

8. The visual challenged/vision impaired candidate himself will be responsible for the
misconduct of the scribes they bring on their own.

9. The interaction between the scribe and the candidate should not disturb the peace in the
examination room or disturb other candidates who are in the same room.

10. No travel allowance / day allowance will be provided to the candidate attending the medical
examination.

11. The visual challenged/vision impaired candidate and the scribe must submit a letter of
authentication as in Appendix-1 enclosed with this order.

th health and life of all such vulnerable persons in wake up of ongoing COVID 19

pandemic.

Copy of comprehensive unified guidelines notified by union ministry of social justice and
empowerment dated 29t August 2020 is enclosed here for your kind reference and pursual

and marked as annexure-03
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Para 4 of this guidelines clearly states that visually impaired, without both arms, cerebral
policy need not to produce a medical certificate of physical limitations for availment of

service of scribe.

In such a short notice of 2 days and in such a crises of life threatening pandemic how it
may be practically possible for all around 800 visually impaired participants to approach the
designated hospitals and obtain the required certificate. While most of them are presently
residing at their native villages and small towns and depend upon public transportation and
public assistant to reach to the designated hospitals.

We therefore urge your good self to kindly grant a waiver to all above mentioned examinees
from this declared medical test and the facility of scribe be granted to them on the strength
of their disability certificate. That is also the mandate of the above mentioned unified

guidelines of concerned union ministry.

We have also come to know the rules of KPSC regarding the scribe and other facilities to
disabled examinees with the view to ensure the level playing ground to them are not
consistent with above mentioned comprehensive and unified guidelines notified by MSJE
dated 26* February 2013 and revised on 29 August 2018.

For example
a. above mentioned guidelines provide the option to the applicant either to choose

his/her own scribe or request the concerned examination authority to provide the
scribe in all type of written exams. While as per the KPSC rules the applicants have to
arrange their own scribe in preliminary exam and are forced to opt the scribe
provided by the KPSC in main exam. Even in present situation of pandemic it has
become more relevant for all examination authorities to hold the responsibility of
providing the scribe to the requested applicants and ensure the health protection of
both the examinee and scribe

b. Para 12 of aforstated guidelines mandates to provide 20 minutes per hour
compensatory time for completing their written exam and same is followed by all
examination authorities all over the country including UPSC, SSC, IPBS, all central
and state universities, CBSC and state examination boards. Even the PU Board,
SSLC board and all state universities of our state are also allowing 20 minute per
hour compensatory time. But the rules of KPSC grants only 10 minutes per hour
compensatory time,

Copy of the G.O. 2007 issued by your office is also enclosed for your kind reference and
marked as annexure- 04

As per said competitive exam is scheduled for 24% august and even it is not safe for any
examinee to participate in proposed exam in such a critical situation of covid 19 pandemic
but it is more dangerous for persons with disability particularly for visually challenged who
mainly depend on touch for performing their day to day activities while the infection of covid
19 is also caused by touch.

With all above facts in view we request your good self to kindly initiate the following
remedial action with the view to ensure the reasonable accommodation and level playing
ground to all disabled applicants and their safety and special care.

A. The proposed medical test be waived

B. The proposed examination schedule on 24 August may be postponed until the
normal situation resumes if it’s possible.

C. In case the exam is conducted as per the scheduled the KPSC must hold the
responsibility to ensure the availability of competent scribe to every eligible
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requested and to arrange a meeting of scribe and the applicant two days prior to the
exam as per above mentioned guidelines of MSJE

D. The extra compensatory time of 20 Minutes per hour be granted instead of 10
minutes
E. As there are 2 paper on same day in morning and evening respectively hence keeping
in view the one hour compensatory time of visually challenged examinee the exam of
morning shift be commenced from 9.30 am so that they can finish their paper up to
1.30 PM and appear in second exam of evening shift which may be commenced from
2.00 PM
We hope and trust that our request will receive due and objective consideration of
your good self.

As your honor may be aware that Karnataka public service commission(KPSC) is in process
of recruitment for vacancy of gazette probationary officers group A & B wide its notification
No. PSC/E(1)GP/2020 dated 31.01.2020 more than 1000 of person with disability including
around 800 visually challenged are also from the among the applicant to take part in the
exam. The copy of the said notification is enclosed and marked as annexure 1

1. We take this opportunity to draw your kind attention to those rules and practices of
KPSC with regard to grant the reasonable accommodation/ special facilities to the
examinees with disability which are in consistent with the provisions of the national
policy and practices of government of India and various national and state level

examination authority

2. The GO of KPSC wide NO DPAR 74 SRR2006, dated 30.10.2017 and unified
guidelines notified by union ministry of social justice and empowerment dated 29
august 2018 may be referred for the reliance on the observation contained in para 1.
Copy of which are enclosed here and marked as annexure 2 & 3 respectively

3. As per the press note of KPSC released on 8 august 2020. All blind and low vision
participants are instructed to proceed for a medical test in 5 designated hospitals
during 10 to 13* august 2020. Copy of the said press note and hospital and date
wise list of candidate is enclosed here and marked as annexure 4. The insistence of



KPSC for such a medical test with regard to approve the requirement of a scribe is
inconsistent and violation of the enclosed guidelines of MSJE in its para No. 4

4. Even this is also instructed in the above said press note that the blind and low vision
candidate will required to go through rapid antigen test for covid 19 before presenting
for medical test. It is therefore In our opinion neither necessary nor practically
possible to conduct such a medical test in ongoing situation of covid 19 pandemic.
Even the UPSC has also not a provision to conduct such a pre examination medical

test

As per the enclosed GO of KPSC the examinees of preliminary exam need to arrange
the scribe his/her own while in main exam they are forced to opt the scribe provided
by the KPSC. While MSJE guidelines provides the option to the examinee in term of

its para 5

ol

6. The paral2 of MSJE guidelines provides 20 minutes per hour compensatory time for
completion of the written exam while KPSC offers only 10 minutes per hour

7. As per said competitive exam is scheduled for 24** august and even it is not safe for
any examinee to participate in proposed exam in such a critical situation of covid 19
pandemic but it is more dangerous for persons with disability particularly for visually
challenged who mainly depend on touch for performing their day to day activities
while the infection of covid 19 is also caused by touch.

8. In addition to this the blind examinees are also depending public transportation and
public assistance to reach to their respective examination center

9. It is also very difficult in present circumstances to find a competent scribe and to
ensure the safety and protection of the scribe and the candidate himself/herself

With all above facts in view we request your good self to kindly make following
recommendation to KPSC in term of your powers conferred under section 80 of the RPD act
2016
A. The proposed medical test be waived
B. Even the scheduled preliminary exam on dated 24t august be postponed until the
normal situation resumed in a larger interest of multi thousand examinees the
concerned staff and all other concerns
C. In case the exam is conducted as per the scheduled the KPSC must have the
responsibility to provide a competent scribe on the request of candidate
D. The extra compensatory time of 20 Minutes per hour be granted instead of 10
minutes
E. As there are 2 paper on same day in morning and evening respectively hence keeping
in view the one hour compensatory time of visually challenged examinee the exam of
morning shift be commenced from 9.30 am so that they can finish their paper up to
1.30 PM and appear in second exam of evening shift which may be commenced from

2.00 PM

We hope and trust our request will be consider with a objective view and appropriate
action will be initiated as per your earlier conveyance keeping in view that emergency
and importance of the matter
